3. A Chair in Global and Regional Economic Law (LAW4)

Candidates are sought in the field of global and regional economic law, such as international trade law, investment law, international dispute settlement including arbitration, and comparative regional integration law. Expertise in either intellectual property law or environmental law would be an advantage. Candidates should be prepared to supervise theses across a wide range of themes of European and international economic law.

4. A Joint Chair in Competition Law (LAW/RSC2)

The Department of Law and the Robert Schuman Centre for Advanced Studies (RSCAS) call for applications from candidates with academic expertise in the field of European competition law, situated in the broader context of market regulation. Expertise in other areas of economic law, such as intellectual property law or company law, will be an advantage. An interest in contributing to the Centre’s established interdisciplinary activities in the fields of European regulation and competition policies is essential.

The Law Department’s focus is on the European, comparative and international dimensions of legal scholarship.
