Preliminary Notes:

1. The required consultation with the Department of Labour Inspection (DLI) in accordance with the Table below concerns the terms to be included in the Permits that may be issued by the Competent Authority.
2. For all developments (including residential units) falling within the scope of the Safety and Health at Work (The Control of Major Accidents Hazards Related to Dangerous Substances) Regulations (SEVESO Directive) the SEVESO Directive should be consulted. A list of establishments that fall under these Regulations is posted on DLI’s website.
3. In the case of activities or practices involving exposure to or likely exposure to ionizing radiation or radioactive contamination in accordance with Articles 10 and 12 of the Protection against Ionising Radiation and Nuclear and Radiological Safety and Security legislation, the relevant permit should be obtained prior issuing a building or planning permit, upon request to the Minister of Labour, Welfare and Social Insurance, by completing the relevant form.
