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INTRODUCTION
                                    
The Social Security Agreement between the Republic of Cyprus and the Arab Republic of Egypt came into force on the 1/8/1989. 

WHO IS COVERED BY THE AGREEMENT

This Agreement covers the nationals of the two countries who are or were subject to the Cyprus or the Arab Republic of Egypt legislation, as well as their dependants.
 

EQUAL TREATMENT

According to this Agreement, persons as well as their dependants who are covered by the legislation of one country have the same obligations and rights under the legislation of the second country, while in it, just like its nationals.  


INSURANCE AND CONTRIBUTIONS
                             
The general rule is that each employed person is insured under the legislation of the country in the territory of which he is employed. In this event, a Cypriot national who works in the Arab Republic of Egypt is insured and pays contributions according to the Arab Republic of Egypt Social Insurance legislation. If a national is posted by his employer to work in the territory of the other Party, the employee continues to be subject to the Social Insurance legislation of his home country. 
EMPLOYMENT OF PERSONS AS CREW OF A VESSEL


When a national is employed as a member of a crew of an ocean-going vessel he is insured under the legislation of the country where the vessel is registered. 

Nevertheless, when the crew member is a national of the country where the ship is owned or his employer has his registered office in that territory the legislation of that country shall apply. 
TRANSFER OF BENEFITS

Any pension or benefit payable to a national of either Party, who is a beneficiary under the legislation of one Party, shall be payable to him, even if he is resident in the territory of the other Party or in the territory of third State, with which both Parties have concluded an agreement in the field of Social Security. 

TRANSFER OF CONTRIBUTIONS

A national of one party, who has been insured under the legislation of the other Party, or his survivor, who resides in the territory of the Party of which he is national, is entitled to have the contributions paid by or in respect of him, transferable to the competent institution of the Party of which he is a national, on condition that no right to an old age, invalidity or survivor’s pension has been acquired by virtue of these contributions. 


TRANSFER OF AMOUNTS
The transfer of any amount is affected in accordance with the currency regulations for time being in force in the territory of the Party making the transfer. 

SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION FORM
All the interested persons are advised to apply for benefits to competent    institutions of their country of residence.
